Is the weather ever going to change? | swear they moved Florida to Michigan or
North Dakota. Our daughter, Grace, visited us over the holidays and Debbie/

thrilled and looking forward for the New Year’s Day ride, but the weather had a
different plan.

We spent last weekend in Kissimmee at the annual Chapter Director’'s Confer-
ence, which has now officially been changed to the Chapter Conference, so that
any member of a chapter is welcome to attend this informative conference. Out
of all the “bikers” who attended there was only one Gold Wing in the entire
parking lot. It sat there the entire time under a cover. There was a lot of speculations as to who rode it there; but we
never determined who was the owner.

Speaking of the Chapter Conference, quite a few changes were made. VISITATION and the WANDERER were the big-
gest. Mileage will no longer be counted in either of these. For VISITATION you can travel by either motorcycle or car.
All count as the number of participants. However, if all participants arrive by motorcycle you get 10 bonus points. The
event points have changed also. A Rally or Poker Run is 25 points, a Chapter gathering is 15 points and all other
events are 5 points. The way this works, if you have 10 members attending a rally, you get 10 times 25 or 250 points. If
all traveled by motorcycle, you get 10 bonus points for a total of 260. If you go on a WANDERER attempt it works simi-
lar without the multiplier for the type of event. The WANDERER will be awarded by a lottery drawing. You get one ticket
for each member that rode the total distance with you. If all came by motorcycle, you get 10 extra tickets. The winner
will be decided by drawing a ticket after they have all been collected. You have to arrive within 15 minutes after the
start of the event to be eligible. The WANDERER now has to pass through only one chapter , before you can reclaim it.
GWRRA cards have to be available and current to get a ticket on a WANDERER ride. You can only get visitation points
out of state at the Region “A” rally. Wing Ding will no longer count. To the best of my knowledge this only effects the
DISTRICT WANDERER. The Region Wanderer will stay as it has been, this is not to say that at some future date it
won'’t change, but for now it is unchanged. The HOT POTATO will remain the same, also, except there will be a line
drawn from Jacksonville through Gainesville and Ocala. The chapters North and West of this line will work with Hot Po-
tato #2. Those South of this line will deal with Hot Potato #1. There was also a meeting in Phoenix the same weekend
for all District, Region and National trainers. Looks like there are more changes in the wind.

Please remember that when preparing your financial reports to keep any and all records pertaining to educa-
tional training expenses (RE, LT, etc) that you performed during the last year. GWRRA'’s 501-C-4 tax status is deter-
mined by our generous use of funds raised to promote training and education for our members. You don’t need to sub-
mit these records with your tax return, just have them ready in the event of an IRS inquiry.

Nan and | will be attending the MS District officer meeting in Lake Tiak O’ Khata near Louisville, MS January 16".
We've not yet attended a MS officer meeting and are looking forward to it. We will also be attending the FL District offi-
cer meeting in Kissimmee on the 9" of January. Other members of the Region “A” staff will be attending the other Dis-
trict officer meetings so that we have representation at all of them.

HYPOTHERMIA AND DRESSING FOR COLD WEATHER ON YOUR MOTORCYCLE

We Floridians’ have been experiencing long spells of exceptionally cold weather. | thought
it might be a good idea to discuss hypothermia and how to dress for our exceptional cold
weather.

Hypothermia occurs when your core body temperature drops significantly, and it can be
deadly. Temperatures don’t need to be below freezing to induce hypothermia. Wind chill
gets worse as wind speeds increase, and the longer you are out, the worse it gets.

WIND CHILL AT 70 MPH

DEGREES F- 50 40 30 10 O 10
WIND CHILL 38 24 9 -6 -35 -49

As you can see, by the above chart, how wind chill can affect a wind at 70 miles per hour is worth noting.. Wind chill is not something
to fool with. Temperatures do not have to be below freezing to induce hypothermia. Wind chill gets worse as wind speeds increase
as demonstrated above. AT 32 DEGREES  BELOW FREEZING IT IS ALWAYS DANG EROUS WITHOUT PROPER GEAR
AT 40 DEGREES — ENTERING DANGER ZONE. PROPER GEAR NEEDED IF RIDING MORE THAN
A FEW MINUTES.
AT 60 DEGREES — CAUTION! COVER EXPOSED SKIN EXPECIALLY IF IT IS RAINING.

Conditions leading to hypothermia include improper clothing and equipment. Wetness, fatigue, exhaustion, dehydration. Poor food

intake. Signs to look- Severe hypothermia — core temperature 92-86 degrees F: watch for stumbles, mumbles and fumbles which
show changes in motor coordination and levels of consciousness. Not able to stand; fall to ground in fetal
position trying to keep warm. Heart rate, respirations slow to conserve energy and body heat.

Moderate hypothermia — core temperature 95 — 93 degrees F — Are you having trouble with the controls, do you have to
really think about where the brakes are? If you notice any of these signs. STOP AND GET WARM. A WARM DRINK WITH
SUGAR HELPS.

Mild hypothermia — core temperature 98.6 — 96.0 degrees F. At this point you can make dangerous mistakes, forget to put
on the brakes. Over or under steer a curve. Shivering, not under voluntary control. Can not do complete motor functions.
Can still walk and talk

Hypothermia is a decrease in the core body temperature to a level at which normal muscular and cerebral functions are impaired. It
can seriously reduce you thinking abilities and coordination. That cold shiver up your spine is not just uncomfortable; it could also be
a warning.

Riding your motorcycle during cold weather requires planning ahead.
Dress in layers, cover all skin, block the wind, stay dry and keep your head warm.
Make sure your neck is covered. In really cold weather, a leather riding mask will make a big difference.

A leather jacket designed for motorcycling will last for years, keep you comfortable and protect you in a skid It is a great
wind breaker. If you wear a non leather jacket, get one designed for motorcycles.

Protect you legs from the wind. Wear chaps, leather pants or textile pants. Wear layers of thermal underwear, lined pant or
chaps to block the wind. Keep your feet dry by wearing appropriate boots. If your feet get wet by sweating or immersion, you
need to but on dry, fresh socks. Insulated boots help. Make sure your boots are loose enough to comfortably wear thick
socks.

You loose most of your heat through your head. Wear a full face helmet with face shield for optimum comfort. Leather
masks cover the neck and lower face. Wear a skull cap, helmet liner to help keep your head warm.

Waterproof gloves, line with synthetic insulation are effective insulators. Keep your hands covered at all times. Gauntlet cuff
gloves are very important. The fit over the jacket sleeve and keep ice cold air from blowing up to your arm pits. Avoid wear-
ing tight clothing. You loose that insulating warm air layer when you wear a jacket, pants or boots that are too tight!

Remember these suggestions when you decide to go out on your bike in cold weather. You do not have to keep your bike
in the garage when the cold comes around. Just dress properly for the cold weather and enjoy!
